Subject:    Introduction and Authorization Letter

Dear Mr. Henri:

By this communication the government of Southern Sudan is pleased to introduce SWANsat Holdings, LLC, as its duly authorized representative concerning Southern Sudan’s pending registration with the International Telecommunication Union of its grant to SWANsat Holdings, LLC, of authorizations to operate SWANsat (hereafter, the “SWANsat Authorizations”), a constellation of high-powered telecommunications satellites at geosynchronous orbit in the W-band at 71-76 GHz and 81-86 GHz.

Please note that the Southern Sudan W-band operations to be described in our registrations before the ITU will be complementary to and will seamlessly integrate with those operations being authorized by the Republic of Nauru. No interference issues will exist. Both systems will be operated by SWANsat Holdings in a mutually beneficial 12-satellite network.
We request that the ITU accept this letter as authorizing SWANsat Holdings, LLC, to act with full authority as Southern Sudan’s representative with respect to the filing of any documents that may be required to complete Southern Sudan’s registration with the ITU of its claim to have granted the SWANsat Authorizations, notifications for which will shortly be filed.
Specific details regarding Southern Sudan’s claim to assignment of orbital slots and spectra will be made in the pending filings, and no authorization other than with respect to our filings concerning the SWANsat Authorizations is granted to SWANsat Holdings, LLC, by this letter of authorization.

Please consider this letter of authorization to be in full force and effect from the date of this letter through and including 31 December 2021, the date by which time launch of the last SWANsat spacecraft is anticipated. We reserve the right to renew this letter of authorization beyond 31 December 2021, should circumstances (such as unanticipated launch delays) warrant such renewal.

We further request that the ITU extend to SWANsat Holdings, LLC, and to those individuals whom it may designate to act on its behalf, all professional courtesies and authority that may be needed to complete and file in a timely manner Southern Sudan’s registration claim of assignment of authorization for commercial operation in the W-band.
