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NOTICE OF ADOPTION OF RULES AND GRANT OF APPLICATION FOR ASSIGNMENT
1. We have before us an Application for Assignment of W-Band Frequencies, for Geosynchronous Orbital Slot Assignments, for Launch Authorisations, and for Licenses to Operate Space Stations (the “Application,” filed on 1 February 2011) and a proposed set of Rules for Space Station Applications in the W-Band (the “Rules,” also filed on 1 February 2011). Both documents were submitted by SWANsat Holdings, LLC, (the “Applicant”) to the Ministry of Communications and Postal Services of the Republic of Southern Sudan.
ORDERING CLAUSES

2. Upon due consideration and for good cause shown, the Rules are hereby ADOPTED.

3. Upon due consideration and for good cause shown, the Application is hereby GRANTED:
A. Pursuant to §6(a)(1) of the Rules, assignments to the SWANsat System of electromagnetic frequencies at 71-76 GHz and at 81-86 GHz in the “W-band” spectrum are hereby GRANTED.

B. Pursuant to §6(a)(2) of the Rules, assignments to the Applicant of geosyn​chronous orbital slots at 0° East Longitude, 60° East Longitude, 120° East Longitude, 180° East Longitude, 120° West Longitude, and 60° West Longitude for the telecommunication satellites that will comprise the SWANsat constellation are hereby GRANTED.

C. Pursuant to §6(a)(2) of the Rules, assignment to the Applicant of the geosynchronous orbital slot for the SWANsat System’s on-orbit spare spacecraft at 180° East Longitude (±0.2°) is hereby GRANTED.

D. Pursuant to §6(a)(3) of the Rules, launch authorizations to deliver the six SWANsat high-powered telecommunications satellites described in the Application to 0° East Longitude, 60° East Longitude, 120° East Longitude, 180° East Longitude, 120° West Longitude, and 60° West Longitude, respectively, and for delivery of the SWANsat System’s spare spacecraft to 180° East Longitude (±0.2°) are hereby GRANTED.

E. Pursuant to §6(a)(4) of the Rules, twenty-five year renewable licenses for the Applicant to operate the SWANsat space stations are hereby GRANTED. The license period for each space station shall formally commence on the date that each respective SWANsat space station is placed into service.

F. Pursuant to §6(a)(5) of the Rules, a permanent license for the Applicant and its end user customers to access the SWANsat System through operation of the SWANsat System’s bi-directional mobile earth station handsets is hereby GRANTED.

G. Pursuant to §6(a)(5) of the Rules, assignment of a permanent license for the Applicant’s end user customers to operate SWANsat handsets on board commercial aircraft is hereby GRANTED.

H. Pursuant to §6(a)(6) of the Rules, authority for SWANsat to operate beyond the borders of the Republic of Southern Sudan is hereby GRANTED, provided that the Applicant shall at all times remain compliant with the broadcasting regulations of all nations whose territories lie beyond the borders of  the Republic of Southern Sudan to the extent that those broadcasting regulations do not conflict with the Rules.

I. Pursuant to §6(c) of the Rules, operation of the SWANsat System shall not be subject to taxation or other monetary levies by the Republic of Southern Sudan for any of its operations. No national, regional, local, or municipal user fees, taxes, or other tariffs of any kind shall be charged to the allocated users for the life of the licenses and authorizations sought herein, including any renewals thereto.

CONDITIONS OF GRANT

4. Our grant of the foregoing authorizations is CONDITIONED upon the CONSTRUCTION PHASE of the first COMMUNICATIONS PAYLOAD for the SWANsat System commencing not later than 1 DECEMBER 2015 without the expressed, written consent of the Republic of Southern Sudan.

PROVISIONS FOR RESCISSION

5. Our grant of the foregoing authorizations may be RESCINDED by us if:
A. The Applicant fails to proceed with all due diligence with respect to the design, construction, and launch of its SWANsat System as described in its Application.

B. The Applicant fails to submit written semi-annual progress reports to us concerning construction and launch of the SWANsat System. Progress reports shall be submitted on or before the fifteenth day of the first and seventh months of each calendar year, respectively, commencing July 2011 and ending upon delivery to orbit of the final spacecraft in the SWANsat constellation authorized herein.
